Two-dimensional hanging work and three-dimensional work for case display will be considered. (Some artwork size and weight restrictions apply).
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Overview
Clackamas County Arts Alliance invites emerging and experienced artists living and / or working in Clackamas County to apply for participation in the 2011 Artist Exhibit Program!

Exhibition and sale opportunities include galleries in the Public Services Building and Development Services Building on the County’s Red Soils Campus in Oregon City, and a touring exhibition of County offices and libraries. Submitted artwork may also be considered for other galleries administered by the Arts Alliance in Milwaukie, Gladstone and Oregon City. 

Two-Dimensional hanging work and 3-D work for case display will be considered (some artwork size and weight restrictions apply: 2-D work should not exceed 48w x 42h x 4d” and 25 lbs; 
3-D should fit in the confines of a 30w x 30h x 18d” space and not exceed and 25 lbs).

Artist Exhibit Program PURPOSE

The Artist Exhibit Program (AEP) is an ongoing program administered by the Clackamas County Arts Alliance.  The Program has several purposes:
· Provide an opportunity for increased public exposure for the artwork of Clackamas County artists (sales are not guaranteed as a result of this exposure);

· Provide local artists with skill-building and training opportunities;

· Educate and encourage appreciation for the wealth of creative talent residing in Clackamas County.

ELIGIBILITY
• Artists currently residing or working in Clackamas County are eligible to apply for the Artist Exhibit Program. (“Working in Clackamas County” means artist’s studio is in the County, or artist is employed in the County.) 

• First-time exhibitors and emerging artists are encouraged to apply; prior exhibit history is not required! 

• To accommodate as many artists as possible, those who participated in the 2010 Artist Exhibit Program are not eligible this year but are welcome to apply again in 2012.  Staff may also consider previous exhibitors for special exhibits throughout 2011. 
• Exhibited work is selected by a jury panel.  Selection criteria include: technical proficiency with media, composition and design, and skillful visual communication of subject or concept.  

• Most forms of visual art media, materials and themes will be considered for exhibit although specific subjects are not appropriate for our very diverse audiences.  These include:  nudity, religious symbols, overt political messages, death, and drug/alcohol-related themes.  Please inquire if you have questions!  

•  Framing Note:  Work must be prepared for exhibit with a hanging wire spanning the entire width of the frame back. Our galleries all use a cable-track system to display artwork and saw-tooth hangers, clip frames, single triangle hangers and similar hardware solutions are NOT compatible with this system.

(Selected artists will be instructed on the best methods of preparing artwork for cable-track hanging systems during the Artist Orientation Meeting.)

Application Guidelines
All submissions must be sent digitally, via email.  Applications must be received by October 11, 2010; 5:00 pm. Please send the following as 6 separate email attachments:

· 5 digital images of your work in .jpg format that are substantially similar to what you are proposing to include in the exhibit.  Images should be at 72 DPI and should not exceed 250 KB each. -Images other than those in JPEG format will not be reviewed.

-Internet connections to personal websites cannot be substituted for digital images.

-Name each image file with (all in lower case) your last name, first initial and number corresponding to the number on your image list (ex. smithc-01.jpg)

· A completed Application / Image List (WORD or PDF format) found on pages 5 & 6 of this packet. Image list should include image file name (all in lower case), artwork title, size of artwork, and art medium (ex. smithc-01.jpg; Title, 36"h x 36”w, Watercolor)

The Clackamas County Arts Alliance does not collect jury or exhibit fees—participation in the Artist Exhibit Program is absolutely FREE. 

Exhibit Information
Selected artists will be notified of their acceptance to the program by November 19, 2010 and are required to attend the Artist Orientation Meeting scheduled for December 6, 2010.
All those selected to participate in the Artist Exhibit Program will be scheduled for a minimum of one quarterly exhibit at one of the galleries listed above.  Artwork must remain on display for the entire duration of the 3-month exhibit period. Please see the Exhibit Guidelines document found in the Artist Toolbox on the CCAA website (www.clackamasartsalliance.org).

Artists are fully responsible for insuring or self-insuring artwork on exhibit against any and all damages. While the Arts Alliance staff and Clackamas County will exert all reasonable efforts to protect artwork from theft, vandalism or other damages, the Artist agrees to be fully liable for any and all problems that may be due to installation in the gallery.
